STATEMENT OF ALLEGATIONS
(of Staff of the New Brunswick Securities Commission)

Intercontinental Trading Group S.A. {YITG") is a corporation purporting to have a head
office in Panama City, Panama.

Ron Wallace (“Wallace™} and Gary McCory purport to be an agents or employees of
TG,

Wallace and McCory, on behalf of TG, solicited a New Brunswick resident by
telephone (cold call}, email and internet, to trade in securities, namely options in
heating oil

Neither TG, Wallace hor McCory(together the "Respondents”) is registered to frade in
securities in New Brunswick.

ITG has apparent ties to an entity named Heartford Capital Management, which the
Saskatchewan Financial Services Commission cease-traded on 31 October 2007.

It is in the public inferest to remove the Respondents from the capital markets in New
Brunswick pursuant to section 184(1) of the Securities Act, S.N.B. 2004, c. $-5.5, as
amended (the “Securifies Act”).

Relief Sought

Motion

7.

Staff seeks a temporary order pursuant fo section 184(5), section 184(1}{c){ii) and
section 184(d) of the Securities Act, that the Respondents shall cease tfrading in all
securities, and that any exemptions under New Brunswick securities law do not apply
to the Respondents.




8. The grounds for this motion are that the Respondents have recently solicited trading
that involves fransferring investment money outside of Canada, and that the time
required to hold a hearing could be prejudicial to the public interest.

9. On the mofion Staff will rely on the affidavit of Ed LeBlanc sworn on 23 October 2009.

Hearing

10. Staff seeks an order pursuant to section 184(1)(c) (i) of the Securities Act that the
Respondents shall cease trading in all securities.

1. Staff seeks an order pursuant fo seclion 184(1}{d] of the Securities Act that any
exemptions in New Brunswick securities law do not apply to the Respondents.
